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Artist Statement:

After several years of studying and making art in Photography, Collage, Surrealism, Appropriation and Post Modernism, I found an appreciation in Abstract Expressionism and am now combining paint in mixed technique in order to find links or metaphors to our existence. While constructing oppositions through circles, splashes, and marks, I attempt to establish a narrative for emotional and poetic response. An ironic language arises at times from these juxtapositions that mystifies and abandons the idealist conception of art – asking to provoke reflection.

I try to tap the intuitive wisdom and reassemble the illusion of reality.  I want to push boundaries while deliberately avoiding any conscious application or preconceived ideas of how the painting should 'look' - to merge and create a new way of seeing and looking at life – to make the abstract representational and the representational abstract - these are my goals.

Our current culture seems to transcend time or place and mixed technique seems a good way to carry temporal feelings and an inner spirit into (and out of) a higher reality.  To fabricate work this way is a quest to control my environment, and wondering about the meaning of intuition, I am pushed further towards understanding this complex time.
